· Demonstrate the use of construction/horticulture equipment and tools to learners in Foundation Learning
· Work alongside lecturers to develop “field to fork” practices (ensuring produce grown by students in the polytunnel is used in café/cooking lessons)
· Assist in providing a stimulating learning environment
· Maintain stock levels and placing orders for materials 
· Be available, in negotiation with Head of Curriculum, during holiday periods to maintain the upkeep of the Polytunnel (plant watering) and Workshop areas (refurbishment of workbenches and other maintenance of workshops), on a Time Off In Lieu (TOIL) basis.
· Support lecturers with organising enrichment activities and educational visits within construction and horticulture.
· Work alongside the lecturers and the wider college community on risk assessments and COSHH assessments for the department.
· To participate in course team meetings and other meetings as appropriate
